Invalidity of the Lebourlier Marriage

Monday, February® 1852, in the church of St. Nicholas des ChampParis, a religious
celebration was held for the wedding of Charledipite Le Bourlier, the eldest son of Francois
Pierre Le Bourlier and Marie Ursule Richard, higewboth deceased, to Marie Josephine Pauline,
eldest daughter born of the legitimate marriagelJatques Theodore Le Carpentier, deceased
January 1, 1858 and Francoise Appoline (nee Le IRour the marriage was blessed by Fr.
Reboul, the pastor of the Parish. The witnesses @harles Jacques Le Carpentier, Lucien Millet,
Philippe Millet.

However,

The above marriage is radically null in the eykthe Church because:

1. The husband is the maternal uncle of the pade this obstacle was not revealed to the
Church: even worse, it was knowingly and willingligden by the parties and especially forbidden
to reveal it by the mother of the bride. -

2. It is certain that the bride, Marie Joseplaeline, was born while her father was alive. He
died only on January 1st, 1858, and although segzhia property from his wife - nevertheless was
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still seeing her. According to law, she is hisitiegate daughter and was herself born of adultery
which can in no way be proven, even according édféihsified documents which were referred to in
the act of separation - as such, there would asanbobstacle since she would have been married to
the brother of her own mother.

In June 1863, |, the undersigned, consulted in &aAmchbishop Giannello, the Archbishop of
Saides, and pro-secretary of the Sacred Congregatiothe Council on the question of the
invalidity of the marriage and he replied thasinull by law.

In May 1864, | consulted Fr. Bourshe Vicar General and official of the ArchdiocedeParis
and he replied that the marriage is radically null.

In addition, | consulted several eminent theologiavho all replied that the marriage is
radically null.

So as to cooperate with the desires of His Hofinaed the Sacred Congregation of
Propaganda, we are busily arranging the immedepardure of our religious for Jerusalem.

The Emperor's Government, expressed by His Exoeji¢he Minister for Foreign Affairs, has
assured us of his protection and support.

But, Your Eminence, we are counting above all anind protection, and the blessing of the
Holy See for this great endeavor; and we hope yoar heart will consider us henceforth as
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members of your great apostolic family; and thatsach, you will deign to give to the Society of
the Most Blessed Sacrament, for all its childrefeosent to the Holy Land, the same faculties on
land and sea as you usually give to apostolic omsgies. We await this confidently, so that we
may leave as soon as possible.
